Minutes of the meeting of DLV&MC held on 02.07.2011 at 2:00 P.M. in the

Meeting Hall of Nadia Zilla Parishad
List of participants annexed separately 
The Sabhadhipati, Nadia Zilla Parishad & Chairman, DLV&MC took the chair.  He well come all the Hon’ble Members and Officials present in the house.  Since almost all the members were new he explained the necessity of the meeting in brief.  The committee will monitor the schemes especially related to Panchayat & RD Department only.  This was not meant for finding fault with the implementing agencies but to keep vigilance so that schemes are implemented expeditiously and with due transparency and to spell out correct measures.  Sabhadhipati, Nadia Zilla Parishad & Chairman, DLV&MC, Nadia that a next date for joint inspection of Block and scheme will be fixed. 
At the instance of Sabhadhipati, Nadia Zilla Parishad and Chairman, DLV&MC, Nadia,DP&RDO, Nadia explained the minutes of the last DLV&MC and briefed the matters presented in the meeting.

MLA & MIC, Youth Services Department (Sri Ujjal Biswas) requested all officials including Panchayats Staff to intensify the vigilance.  He also pointed out that the Prodhans may not have the knowledge of government orders and rules, so they (i.e. the panchayat officials) are to guide them (Prodhans) properly so that the schemes are implemented as quick as possible.  He also emphasized that special vigilance is to be kept on panchayat functionaries and staff.

PMGSY :

While replying to the questions in respect of PMGSY, Additional Executive Officer, Nadia Zilla Parishad assured to send the details status of the road schemes showing Block wise and mentioning recommendation, already sanctioned, completed and not started i.e. next schemes to be taken up under PMGSY to all MPs & MLAs within a few days.  ADM (ZP) also informed that there is no beneficiary committee for PMGSY but MPs & MLAs can monitor the schemes.  He also pointed out that such information can also be viewed in the website: www.pmgsy.org.in
NSAP:

Points raised that no. of IGNOAPS beneficiaries are higher in no. even after verification than the no. fixed by the Department, as such old age pension are not being released.  On this point District Magistrate, Nadia clarified that the no. of beneficiaries immediately need re-verification and all Blocks had been instructed to submit the list after re-verification which will be sent to the Panchayat Department for further necessary action.
Some members raised the point that IGNOAPS etc. pension may be given regularly and preferably of the 1st of the following months.

District Magistrate, Nadia explained that the number of such beneficiaries would not exceed the number / quota fixed by the government which had been arrived at by following a nation-wide formula.  

MLA & MIC, Youth Services Department (Sri Ujjal Biswas) requested to move the MIC (Panchayat) not to curtail down the present number of beneficiaries.
SGSY:

Some members doubted that there may be misuse of fund which was given to the cluster committees specially different Mahila Samitis.  Project Director, DRDC informed that fund was given to them to construct institutional building and a report has also been sent to all Blocks.  He also informed that the reports of all such cluster committees would be sent to all MPs / MLAs shortly. 
NREGA:

District Magistrate, Nadia informed that a new (1) Inspection System of work had been worked out.  One Extension Officer of the Block / Panchayat Samiti has been put in-charge of each Gram Panchayat and he would visit the Gram Panchayat 8 days in a month (5 working days + 3 non-working days) and inspect the schemes.  Block development Officer will also visit.  (2) Dy. Magistrates & Dy. Collectors of the District (including Sub-Division) are placed in charge of each Block.  (3) Similarly ADMs are in charge of each Sub-Division.  

This system would promote the work of vigilance and monitoring from the end of administration.  He has expectation that fruitful result would come out of this inspection procedure.
District Magistrate, Nadia informed that Gram Panchayat is the PIA (Programme Implementing Agency) which need to diversify scheme from the conventional schemes like road, canal, pond etc. to plantation and horticultural schemes etc.  

ADM (G), Nadia informed that MGNREGA fund are being released immediately in each case after getting information and requisition from the Block / GP so they may start work wherever is necessary. 

One member raised that in some place there are problem of opening Bank Account while District Magistrate, Nadia informed that bankers will go to Gram Panchayats and villages and open Account as required.  This requirement is to be decided in the Block Level Bankers Committee Meeting and be communicated to all concerned including banks. 

 It is suggested that joint committee in separate groups comprising of three/four members will be formed for inspection which was accepted by the house.  
MLA & MIC, Youth Services Department (Sri Ujjal Biswas) urged to take legal action against the person who collect the money of the actual job card holders by keeping the job card in his / her possession instead of the beneficiaries.
As desired by the MLA, Krishnaganj, the detail of ‘Palda Beel’-the work of which was being under taken without the knowledge of Sabhapati, Panchayat Samiti and the Prodhan concerned – would be made available shortly by the DNO, NREGA.
Similarly the detail of Amda Beel in Ranaghat-I would also be made available by the DNO, NREGA to all.
IAY:

In case MSDP Rs. 35,000.00 is given for construction of house whereas in IAY it is Rs. 45,000.00.  This anomaly need be corrected and it was urged that distribution of such fund should be expedited.
Welfare Scheme (SC / ST):

District Welfare Officer, Nadia detailed the development work undertaken by his section which was presented in the Booklet.

Caste Certificates which are pending will be cleared shortly.  DWO, Nadia informed the house that fund for TSP and Article 275 are satisfactory.

In reply to a member’s grievance District Magistrate, Nadia instructed DWO, Nadia to visit Kalaighata and Ramnagar-I area of Ranaghat-I Development Block for the benefit of tribal people there.  DWO, Nadia informed the house that to meet up  the demand for Chakdaha Development Block the proposal if received  with surname ‘Roy’ and ‘Sardar’ to be covered under ST will be sent to CRI for enquiry and report.  He also informed that no double pension will be given and list of beneficiaries of SC / ST are being checked with the beneficiaries of Panchayat Department.

District Magistrate, Nadia instructed DWO, Nadia to arrange for reconstitution of Chapri Ashram Committee.  Some member raised that expenditure of Class IX and X of School Hostel of Chapri Ashram was not sanctioned and the road from Chapri School to Chapri Bazar was out of order.  District Magistrate, Nadia also instructed DWO, Nadia to look into the matter.

MLA, Karimpur requested to look into the following matters :-

1) To hold the meeting of DLV&MC on the first half of the day for convenience. 

2) Regularization and selection of Krishi pensioners.

3) Tenders procedures are not being followed properly in the three-tier panchayat system.

4) Regularization and distribution of relief materials and inclusion of local MLA in the controlling and distribution of relief materials and increase of MLAs quota.

5) Construction of embankment of River Padma from Bansmari to Madhugari (Karimpur-I).

6) Construction of culvert at near Hogalberia Bazar (Maghugari Gram Panchayat).

In answer to query District Magistrate, Nadia informed that (1) material for relief was sufficient (2) material in respect of MLA quota may be kept in BDO’s / MLA’s custody (3) there was no new guideline and new quota for relief materials.

The Sabhapati, Krishnaganj Panchayat Samiti emphasized on effective implementation of the schemes / programmes like MDM, ICDS, BADP, SSK, MSK and BEUP etc.

MLA, Palashipara wanted to know the present position of OBC certificate in respect of Minority Community as well as that of MSDP.

It was decided the following teams will visit Block / GPs jointly and submit report to the District Magistrate, Nadia for further necessary action.
